Introduction to The Exhibition Object Data Exchange Model (EODEM). 
In a normal year, museum staff manually copy the details of thousands of objects from their databases and send them to
other museums that wish to borrow those objects. The borrowing museums’ staff then manually copy those details back
into their own systems. The CIDOC Documentation Standards Working Group’s EODEM project aims to make the whole
process much quicker and simpler, by establishing a framework that will enable museum databases to export an object’s
data from one system at the press of a button, and import that data into another system as easily as possible.
Project Lead Rupert Shepherd will explain the project’s working principles and current status; selected collections
management system vendors will demonstrate how the model works in their systems; and members of the team will
answer questions from attendees.
